Directions: To assess your overall knowledge and understanding of the events that comprise the American Civil War you must complete a portfolio.  Each assignment in the portfolio will be graded individually and then added to an overall portfolio grade (which will be factored into your average as a test grade).  You will be provided with some supplies, but may use outside resources to enhance the quality of your portfolio projects.  There are 10 projects in the portfolio and you must choose 2 (CP1) or 1(CP2). Below you will find a list and explanation of each project and how it will be graded. 
Due Dates:  Each will have a separate due date.  
1st project: Monday, March 3th (project 1)
2nd project: Monday, March 10th (project 2)
3rd project: Monday, March 17th (extra credit)
Minus 10 pts for each school day late (whether you are absent or not)

Warning: Plagiarism in any form will not be tolerated. Don’t cut, paste, or copy the words from someone else. Citing them as a source does not give you permission to steal their ideas. Anyone caught plagiarizing with receive a zero and be reported to the deans.  
Project #1: Letters home: You must complete 3 letters (historical fiction) 
1. from a someone famous (Lincoln, Mary Lincoln, Lee, etc) individual from the Civil War.  
2. from an ordinary soldier (Union, Confederate, Black, White) writing home about life as a soldier
3. from someone (mother, father, wife, sister, etc) sending a letter to the soldiers describing life at home during the Civil War
The combination of these letters should make mention of the following:

	Illness/medical care for soldiers
	Issues faced by families of soldiers (illness)

	food and supplies used
	Rumors of battlefield horrors

	At least one major battle 
	Causes of the war


Remember to take on the voice of the person writing the letter and DO NOT USE SLANG FROM THE 21st CENTURY (or 20th for that matter)!

Project #2: Extra! Extra!


You must pick 3 major battles of the Civil War and write an accurate description of each in a newspaper article.  You must describe the event, the people involved, the conditions, the number of casualties, the overall result on the war in total.  Articles may be written from either a Confederate or Union viewpoint.  You may include a map to show where the battle took place.  The article must try to look like a newspaper article.

Project # 3: Why We Fight


For this project you must create 4 propaganda posters (2 Confederate and 2 Union).  (Propaganda is used to try to convince someone to think/act differently)
· Their reasons for fighting this war is for a good cause.(Why are they fighting)  

· They want to encourage volunteers to enlist and fight for their side

· They want to build popularity for cause among citizens (both theirs & enemies)

· The last thing they need is to convince everybody that their strategy for the Civil War is the pathway to Victory!  (and that any other idea is sure to fail)

You must use at least 2 additional sources besides your text book, with citations in your essay as well as a citation page.

Project #5: Primary Source Analysis


For this project you must read the “Emancipation Proclamation” (1071), the Gettysburg Address (provided to you), and “Secession Declaration” (provided to you) and analyze them using a questionnaire provided for each.

If you choose to do project #5 you must turn it in on the first due date
Project #6: Diorama
       For this project you must choose a significant event from the Civil War and depict it in a 3-D diorama format.  You must include a picture that is your inspiration for the diorama and a museum card (150-200 words) that explains the event that is being depicted.  Make sure to explain why this event is so important that it needed to be reproduced, its cause and impact on the Civil War.

      For this project you must select 6 individuals from the Civil War and complete a biographical sketch on each.  Each must include at least half a page of text (250-300 words), at least 2 pictures per person, and 5 questions at the bottom that pertain to the text of the sketch (provide the answers on a separate sheet). You must use at least 2 additional sources besides your text book, with citations in your bios as well as a citation page.

Project #8:  Weapons of Civil War Power point

      For this project you must construct an Power point on the weapons of the Civil War.  Power points must include 6 different weapons/technologies.  Each weapon must have one slide of information and another with at least 4 pictures that are relevant to the weapon, technology.  You must also include a Title slide with your name, my name, class period, and class name (US I) as well as an end slide that lists the sources cited.

PROJECT # 9: La La La - Civil War Timeline 

For this project students must create a timeline for at least 10 major events of the Civil War taking us from the beginning to the end of the war, in song form.  Like the reform unit you may use another musician’s music, but the lyrics must be your own.  Also you are required to provide a recording of you singing your song so I can listen to it (make sure recording is clear and all words can be understood). Your audience will be someone who has never heard of the Civil War.  Be sure to include relevant, important facts about event, people, places. Include the lyrics/artist of the original song along with your lyrics and recording.
