CAUSES: 


The French and Indian War was fought over land. The English controlled the Eastern coast of North America while the French controlled what is now Canada and the land west of the Appalachian Mts. This area, known as the Ohio River Valley, was rich in fur, which during the mid-1700 was worth a lot of money. Also, English land speculators, or people who buy empty land hoping to sell it to settlers for a profit, were interested.
